DISPLAY

This winter, scientists and researchers from Michigan

Technological University and the University of Michigan
conducted the inaugural test at the Marine Autonomy
Research Site in Houghton, Michigan. The experiment aimed
to help develop a next generation autonomous control system
capable of replicating decisions made by an experienced
navigator. The United States Coast Guard supported this
test by providing subject matter expertise as well as safety

planning guidance.

More recently, on April 12, maritime leaders from across the
region gathered in Montréal for a binational dialogue focused
on creating a “Smart Great Lakes St. Lawrence Economic
Corridor” Speakers included representatives from the states
of Michigan and Wisconsin, Erie-Western Pennsylvania Port
Authority, Port of Montréal, Réseau Québec Maritime, and
Transport Canada. The dialogue focused on ways that
governments, ports, mdusTry and other partners are preparing

for smart ports, smart ships, and smart supply chains.
